Subject: Fort Ord Regional Trail and Greenway - SR 218 Canyon Del Rey Segment Update

RECOMMENDED ACTION:
RECEIVE a presentation on the Canyon Del Rey segment of the Fort Ord Regional Trail and Greenway project.

SUMMARY:

This Phase 1 Segment of the Fort Ord Regional Trail and Greenway stretches 1.5 miles along the State Route 218 /
Canyon Del Rey corridor through Del Rey Oaks and Seaside. The project has reached several milestones including 65%
final design after incorporating several modifications to the project in response to community feedback.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The Segment 1 final design tasks is being funded with $600,000 in state Senate Bill 1 Local Partnership Program funds
and $1.376 million in local Measure X funds. The right-of-way tasks will be paid from $1.198 million in state Active
Transportation grant funds. Construction will be funded through a future allocation of $9.1 million in state Active
Transportation grant funds. Other segments will proceed to final design and construction as matching funds for
Measure X (which sets aside a total of $20 million for the entire trail) are obtained.

DISCUSSION:

The vision for the Fort Ord Regional Trail & Greenway (FORTAG) is to create a multimodal route designed to
accommodate people of all ages and abilities that connects communities in and around the former Fort Ord to each
other and to education, employment, community and recreation centers. It will serve as a safe pedestrian and bicycle
corridor connecting the cities of Seaside, Marina, Del Rey Oaks, Monterey and unincorporated community residents
to California State University Monterey Bay, the Fort Ord National Monument, and the Monterey Bay Sanctuary
Scenic Trail. The Final Environmental Impact Report for the proposed 28-mile paved trail was certified by the
Transportation Agency Board on March 25, 2020. A Master Agreement was approved by the Transportation Agency
and the underlying jurisdictions in June 2020.

Phase 1 of the Canyon Del Rey/State Route 218 Segment involves construction of the trail through the City of Del Rey
Oaks from Fremont Boulevard to Del Rey Woods Elementary in the City of Seaside. From Fremont Boulevard, the trail
will run along State Route 218 and then move behind Safeway through Work Memorial Park traveling around the
tennis courts and towards Angelus Way. There are no improvements proposed along Angelus Way based on feedback
from the community. The trail will pick up again at Del Rey Park and travel towards State Route 218 along the existing
trail. An undercrossing below State Route 218 will connect near Del Rey Oaks City Hall and the Frog Pond. A raised
pathway will be constructed to connect trail users from the undercrossing to Carlton Drive at an accessible grade. The
trail will extend northeast up Carton Drive to Plumas Avenue. Along Carlton Drive the trail will consist of a new 12-
foot wide multi-use sidewalk on the west side of the road. Along Plumas Avenue the trail will follow the existing PG&E
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easement up to Del Rey Woods Elementary.

To hear feedback and concerns directly from Del Rey Oaks residents and the community, the project team has held in-
person site visits, virtual public workshops and focus groups, and received over 300 comments from our online
interactive project map. Amongst the comments received have been questions regarding the safety of the trail and the
undercrossing, potential impacts to the Frog Pond Wetland Preserve, and whether the trail could be realigned along
State Route 218. The project team has been responsive to these comments and has modified the design to further
reduce impacts that do not result in safety or security issues. Examples of these adjustments include reducing the
length of the switchback in the Frog Pond to avoid trees and impacts to the existing trail system; and modifying the
segment along Carlton Drive to incorporate traffic calming features that will slow speeds on the roadway as well as
reintroduce some pockets of on-street parking.

The Cities of Del Rey Oaks, Seaside, and the Monterey Peninsula Regional Park District have signed a Master
Agreement that supports the current alignment and the ADA access that the project will provide to the Frog Pond. The
agreement also incorporates the findings of the certified environmental impact report that found that the project will
not harm sensitive habitat in the Frog Pond Preserve. The project team also made a recent presentation to the Del Rey
Oaks City Council that revisited the rejected alternative alignment along State Route 218. After extensive analysis, the
team reaffirmed the findings from the environmental document that this alternative is not the safest option and
further determined that the State Route 218 alternative would necessitate the reclaiming of public right-of-way along
residential backyards, the removal of at least 160 trees, and result in a significantly higher cost due to the installation
of large retaining walls and upgrades that would be required to State Route 218.

Despite the compromises already made to the project and outreach efforts to listen to the community, a group of Del
Rey Oaks citizens collected enough signatures to have a ballot initiative placed on the June 7, 2022 elections to
restrict bicycle trails in Del Rey Oaks to State Route 218, General Jim Moore Boulevard, and South Boundary

Road. Agency staff is not recommending an additional modifications to the approved alignment as it would reduce
safety and jeopardize the State grant funds awarded to the project.

Pending the results of the June 7th elections, final design and right-of-way certification are anticipated for completion
by Spring 2023, and construction is scheduled to start thereafter. Concurrently, the Agency is pursuing grant funds
for other segments of the FORTAG, which will proceed to final design and construction as matching funds are
obtained.

Agency staff will provide an update on the status of the project at the Board meeting.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:
RECEIVE presentation and PROVIDE feedback on the US 101 South of Salinas project.

SUMMARY:

Agency staff conducted an extensive public outreach last year for the US 101 South of Salinas project. Stakeholder
input has led to several changes in the proposed scope of work for this project.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The Project Approval and Environmental Documentation phase of the project will begin in July 2022 and is fully-
funded with $9.989 million of State Transportation Improvement Program funds. Project cost estimates for the
remaining phases of the project will be updated during this process.

DISCUSSION:

The US 101 South of Salinas project will improve safety for residents, travelers, and agricultural employees while
improving traffic flow along 5.5 miles of US 101 from Airport Boulevard to the Main Street Overcrossing in Chualar.
US 101 is the primary artery along the Central Coast and is vital to statewide commerce. This busy corridor provides
access from California’s Central Coast agricultural operations to markets around the country and provides a link from
Southern California to the tourist destinations along the Monterey Peninsula. The Transportation Agency is working
with Caltrans and the community to create a set of projects to address safety issues along this critical agricultural
route. The proposed projects include the reconstruction of the existing interchange at Abbott Street, upgrades to the
Chualar interchange, and a network of new frontage roads that will eliminate the need to make left turns across the
highway at uncontrolled intersections.

Caltrans prepared a Project Study Report (PSR) in 2003 to begin the process of upgrading the segment of US 101
between Airport Boulevard in Salinas and Main Street in Chualar. The concepts in the 2003 Project Study Report
proposed to construct a freeway bypass with new interchanges and upgrade the existing expressway to act as

a frontage road system with access limited to controlled intersections. The concepts developed in the 2003 Project
Study Report were not supported by the local community and other stakeholders due to expected impacts to
agricultural land and local businesses.

On October 23, 2019, the TAMC board approved executing a contract with GHD to supplement the existing 2003
Project Study Report by developing a range of viable concepts to reduce crashes on the US 101 south of Salinas. The
work included a robust public outreach process with a community advisory group that incudes land owners, growers,
shippers, businesses, residents and interested parties. As part of this process, Caltrans and the Agency held a virtual
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town hall meeting on September 13, 2021. An interactive map was also posted on the project webpage that provided
different formats for the community to submit input. Staff listened to the stakeholders and made the following
changes to the Project Study Report, which will be used to establish the scope of work moving forward into the
Project Approval & Environmental Documentation phase:

* A new frontage road should be constructed adjacent to the existing US 101 corridor (i.e., Old Stage Road is not
a viable option);

e Theinterchange at Main Street in Chualar should be upgraded to better serve local traffic;

® A new interchange or flyover structure between the existing Abbott Street and Main Street interchanges is not
supported because of potential takings of agriculture fields and impacts to local businesses;

e QOld Stage Road and US 101 historically flood after severe storms and the project should include appropriate
design features to address this issue; and

e Theinterchange at Abbott Street should be upgraded and linked to the frontage roads before a median is
installed to prohibit left turn movements.

The Project Approval and Environmental Documentation phase of the project is scheduled to start this summer. This
work will include the preliminary design and revised cost estimates that will lead into the Project Specification &
Estimates (PS&E or "final design") phase. Agency staff will coordinate with Caltrans and key stakeholders to conduct
public outreach that will continue through project construction.

A project to extend the US 101 northbound acceleration lane at Spence Road will provide interim safety
improvements. Construction for this project is expected to be completed in 2024.

The plan details how the state recommends investing billions of discretionary
transportation dollars annually to aggressively combat and adapt to climate change while supporting public health,
safety and equity. Efforts are moving forward at the State level to more closely align transportation investments with
State goals.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

Under the Plan, where feasible and within existing funding program structures, the State is proposing to invest
discretionary transportation funds in sustainable infrastructure projects that align with its climate, health and social
equity goals. This could potentially impact the availability of State funds for the region's priority safety and
congestion-relief transportation projects.

DISCUSSION:

The California State Transportation Agency’s Climate Action Plan for Transportation Infrastructure (the "Plan"),
released on July 12, 2021, builds on executive orders signed by Governor Gavin Newsom in 2019 and 2020 targeted
at reducing greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions in transportation in order to meet the state's ambitious climate goals. In
California, the transportation sector is the largest contributor of greenhouse gas emissions, representing more than
40 percent of all emissions statewide. According to the Plan, it presents a holistic framework and statement of intent
for aligning State transportation infrastructure investments with State climate, health, and social equity goals, built on
the foundation of the "fix-it-first" approach established in Senate Bill 1.

The Plan presents the following seven strategy areas, each with specific action strategies identified in the document:

1. Cultivate and accelerate sustainable transportation innovation by leading with State investments;

2. Support arobust economic recovery by revitalizing transit, supporting zero emission vehicle deployment, and
expanding active transportation investments;

3. Elevate community voices in how we plan and fund transportation projects;

4. Advance State transportation leadership on climate and equity through improved planning and project
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partnerships;

5. Support climate resilience through transportation system improvements and protections for natural and
working lands;

6. Support local and regional innovation to advance sustainable mobility; and

7. Strengthen transportation-land use connections.

The Plan's strategy to prioritize certain projects could benefit the Central Coast region by advancing capacity for
increasing rail service along the Central Coast, building bus rapid transit projects and supporting more active
transportation projects. However, Agency staff is concerned that the strategies will neglect critical highway safety and
congestion relief improvements that support goods movement, tourist travel, reduced transit travel times and
employees traveling to jobs. In essence, there is a concern that future Senate Bill 1 funds will be shifted away from
critical highway safety projects, particularly Measure X projects on Highways 68 and US 101, which require state
matching funds.

Further highlighting these concerns is Assembly Bill (AB) 285 (Friedman, 2019), which requires the California
Strategic Growth Council (SGC) to submit a report to the California Legislature that includes, in part, an overview of
the California Transportation Plan (CTP) and all regional Sustainable Communities Strategies (SCS); an assessment of
how the implementation of the CTP and regional plans “will influence the configuration of the statewide integrated
multimodal transportation system”; and recommendations for improving transportation funding programs to better
align the programs to meet the goals outlined in the CTP. In particular, the report recommends aligning existing
funding programs with State goals; updating State and regional plans to be more aligned; and reevaluating projects
and funding that are currently in the development pipeline.

In response to the Assembly Bill 285 report, there has been new legislation introduced at the State level that would
further restrict the types of projects eligible for State and local funding (the Board has taken an opposed position on
these bills):

e AB 2237 (Friedman): This bill would require the Regional Transportation Improvement Plans (RTIPs) be
consistent with the state’s climate goals and would require the State Air Resources Board to prohibit a regional
agency from funding inconsistent projects or programs. The bill would also require the California
Transportation Commission, in consultation with the Air Resources Board, to propose recommendations on
alignment of local tax measures with the state’s climate goals.

e AB 2438 (Friedman): This bill would require the agencies that administer the State Transportation
Improvement Program (STIP), the State Highway Operations and Protection Program (SHOPP), and the
Senate Bill 1 competitive programs to revise the guidelines or plans applicable to those programs to align with
the California Transportation Plan (CTP), the Climate Action Plan for Transportation Infrastructure (CAPTI),
and greenhouse gas emissions reduction standards.

Caltrans has also initiated a process to review State highway projects currently in development for alignment with the
Climate Action Plan for Transportation Infrastructure and has developed a framework to assess how well projects
align. The Caltrans Strategic | nvestment Strategy includes methodologies and processes for how Caltrans should
invest billions of dollars of highly competitive fund programs that will address transportation deficiencies while also
achieving the Climate Action Plan for Transportation Infrastructure Guiding Principles.

Agency staff has been working closely with Caltrans District 5 during this process to review our priority regional State
highway projects that are already in the development pipeline — Scenic State Route 68 Corridor, US 101 South of
Salinas, and the State Route 156 Corridor Improvements. In coordination with PointC, the Agency’s corridor advisor,
staff has been able to provide feedback during the pipeline review for how these projects are in alignment with the
State’s goals and should be prioritized for funding. Agency staff will provide a presentation on these efforts at the

May 25t Board meeting.

The Board presented Christina Watson, Director of Planning, as the Employee of the Quarter for
January 1 —March 31, 2022.

Ms. Watson has been selected by her colleagues at the Transportation Agency for Monterey
County as the Employee of the Quarter for January 1 — March 31, 2022. The Agency employees
recognized Christina for her professionalism and diligence in representing the Agency and her
willingness to share her knowledge of a variety of computer programs. Most notably, they
appreciate her hard work on the TAMC Legislative Program, Salinas Rail Extension project, and
expanding Coast Rail service.

Board member LeBarre expressed his appreciation for Ms. Watson, noting she has developed great
relationships within the state’s rail industry. Board member Potter concurred and thanked
Ms. Watson for her service over 20 years.

5. PROCLAMATION FOR 2022 NATIONAL PUBLIC WORKS WEEK
M/S/C  Potter/Oglesby/unanimous

The Board adopted a proclamation to declare the week of May 15 through May 21 as National
Public Works Weeks to pay tribute to public work planners, engineers, managers, administrative
staff, and operators in recognition of the substantial contributions they make to our community’s
health, safety, and quality of life. In adopting the proclamation, the TAMC Board joins others from
around California and other states across the nation paying tribute to the public works
professionals who are always ready to serve their communities and resilient as ever in their
abilities to perform regular public works duties and be ready at a moment’s notice to react as first
responders during natural disasters and overcome trials seen in the field.
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6. MEASURE X FOURTH YEAR AUDIT RESULTS

The Board received a presentation on the Measure X Fourth Year Audit (FY20/21) results and the
Measure X Annual Report.

Theresa Wright, Community Outreach Coordinator, reported that the audit subcommittee of the
Measure X Citizens Oversight Committee conducted the fourth-year audit of the revenues and
expenditure of Measure X funds and prepared the Committee's annual report. Ms. Wright
reported that the results of the Measure X fourth year audit and the Measure X Annual Report are
included in the Transportation’s Agency’s 2021 Annual Report, which will be sent to Monterey
County residents and posted on the TAMC website in May.

Barbara Meister, Chair of the Measure X Citizens Oversight Committee, presented the Measure X
Fourth Year Audit results and the Measure X Annual Report to the TAMC Board of Directors. She
emphasized that in keeping with their responsibilities, the audit-subcommittee conducted the
independent audits of the revenues and expenditures in January 2022, to assure that Measure X
funds are being spent in accordance with the requirements of the Transportation Safety &
Investment Plan passed by Monterey County voters in 2016.

In the past fiscal year, 2021/22, Measure X generated $32.4 million in revenue for transportation
improvements in Monterey County. Of that amount, 60% was distributed to the cities and the
County for local projects, while the remaining 40% was programmed to regional safety and
mobility projects.

Chair Meister reported that the report revealed that the Cities of Carmel-by-the-Sea, Sand City
and Greenfield were not in compliance with Measure X requirements. Carmel-by-the-Sea and
Sand City failed to meet their maintenance of effort requirements, while Greenfield failed to
submit all the required reports. This resulted in TAMC withholding Measure X funds for these
three cities until the compliance issues are addressed. However, as of this week, the City of
Carmel-by-the-Sea has rectified their maintenance of effort requirement and their disbursement
of Measure X funds has resumed.

Kevin Dayton, member of the Measure X Oversight Committee, commented that people were
initially skeptical that a large committee with 20 members would be effective. He stated that the
committee is working and doing a great job accounting for how Measure X funds are being spent
and working to ensure accountability. He expressed his appreciation and thanked the Board for
establishing a great check and balance.
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7. SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL PROGRAM UPDATE

The Board received an update on the Safe Routes to School Program.

Ariana Green, Principal Transportation Planner, reported the Safe Routes to School Program
is a Measure X-funded initiative. The Program funds projects and programs that improve
children's health by making walking and bicycling safer and easier Her report reviewed the
activities accomplished in fiscal year 2021/2022 and upcoming plans for fiscal year 2022/23.

Measure X provides $20 million over the 30-year life of the measure for the Safe Routes to
School Program to match state and federal grants to fund projects and programs that improve
children’s health by making walking and bicycling safer and easier. To date, $569,000 of
Measure X money has leveraged $5.6 million of state and federal grant dollars to plan for the
initiative to build safe routes to school projects and fund education and encouragement
programs.

Highlights of the presentation include:

e The Salinas Safe Routes to School Plan will be ready for review this spring and ready for
adoption in December: https://saferoutesmonterey.org/planning-salinas/.

e The Salinas Valley Safe Routes to School Plan is being developed for all K-12 public schools
in the Cities of Gonzales, Soledad, Greenfield, and King City. Each city will have its own
Safe Routes to School Steering Committee, which will be made up of community
representatives, including students, parents, schools, advocacy groups, and residents.

e The Safe Routes to School Education Program will teach bicycle and pedestrian safety in
all elementary schools in the Salinas Valley and in the Cities of Marina and Seaside over
the next year.

e The “Every Child” grant enables the team to provide in-person training to students who
have now returned to school and to launch walking school buses at three schools in South
County and five schools on the Monterey Peninsula. Family Fun Festivals were held in
Gonzales and Greenfield, and TAMC worked with CSUMB graphic design students to
develop concepts for traffic gardens to be installed at 11 schools across the County in
2022 and 2023.

e Partnership with CSUMB provides opportunities for CSUMB students to get involved with
safe routes to school projects and programs through the university’s Sustainable City Year
Program.

e Partnership with Greenfield Community Science Workshop established the Greenfield
Bike Garage to provide weekly community bike/scooter/skateboard repair workshops in
Greenfield and mobile repair workshops serving communities in south Monterey County.

The Safe Routes to School website provides program information, informational safety videos,
resources for parents and schools and more at https://saferoutesmonterey.org.

Board member Phillips commented that in the rural setting no kids can walk to school, they are
bussed or driven by their parents.
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Board member Dirksen expressed her support for schools in North County and Del Rey Oaks that
currently have no walking paths, and asked staff to also consider including rural areas in the
program.

Board member Kerr noted that Del Rey Oaks will have Safe Routes to School when the FORTAG
project is completed.

Board member Oglesby thanked TAMC for promoting safe routes to school, noting it is healthy
for the children and the parents.

Board member Poduri commented that he would like Safe Routes to School programs in Pacific

Grove and asked if the sidewalk art was funded through a grant. Ms. Green replied that the City
of Salinas secured a Clean California grant to do sidewalk art in Salinas and TAMC will be looking
for opportunities to do similar projects in other communities.

8. REPORTS FROM TRANSPORTATION PROVIDERS

Caltrans District 5 — Brandy Rider announced the Clean California Program hosted the City of
Salinas Dump Day. She also announced the TAMC Region was awarded two Sustainable
Communities Competitive Grants $220,000 for the Monterey County Outreach and
Implementation Monterey County Zero Emissions Shared Mobility Study and $394,000 for the
City of Salinas Active Transportation Plan: Ecology Action, Outreach, and Implementation.
Caltrans is looking forward to additional opportunities of high-level grants. For more information,
visit: https://dot.ca.gov/caltrans-near-me/district-5.

Monterey Regional Airport District — Bill Sabo, Airport District Board Member, reported the
Airport continues to do well, although it is the slowest time of year. He reported that
cancellations are down way below average, noting that 65 to 75 percent of Monterey
County travelers use the San Francisco Airport, but noting that the Salinas Valley travelers
remain steady. Mr. Sabo announced that the Monterey Airport no longer requires masks,
although masks are available upon request. He thanked the Board for their letter of support
to the Federal Aviation Administration for Safety Enhancements and Relocating Monterey
Regional Airport’s Passenger Terminal Building. In conclusion, he announced a new board
member position has opened and as a requirement you must live within the Monterey
Airport District, for more information, visit: www.montereyairport.com.

Monterey Salinas Transit District — Carl Sedoryk, General Manager/CEO, announced MST
ridership is increasing with hospitality coming back and the rise of fuel prices, noting it is still at
50% of pre-pandemic ridership. Mr. Sedoryk noted as we come out of the pandemic, MST is
more than busses, noting during the pandemic MST provided meals, Wi-Fi, and testing sites. He
noted that MST will rethink its mission “Connecting communities, Creating opportunity, Being
kind to our planet.”. He announced that MST no longer requires masks for bus riders, although
they will continue to provide masks to employees and passengers upon request. Next year is
MST’s 50" Anniversary. MST is implementing a new service model, to provide faster service, new

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

ADOPT finding, pursuant to AB 361, that the COVID-19 pandemic state of emergency declared by Governor
Newsom is still in effect; the TAMC Board of Directors has reconsidered the circumstances of the state of emergency;
and, the state of emergency continues to directly impact the ability of the members to meet in person.

SUMMARY:

Itis recommended that the TAMC Board of Directors find, pursuant to AB 361, that the COVID-19 pandemic state of
emergency declared by Governor Newsom is still in effect; the TAMC Board of Directors has reconsidered the
circumstances of the state of emergency; and, the state of emergency continues to directly impact the ability of the
members to meet in person.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:
None.

DISCUSSION:

On September 16, 2021, Governor Newsom signed AB 361. This legislation amends the Brown Act to allow meeting
bodies subject to the Brown Act to meet via teleconference during a proclaimed state of emergency in accordance
with teleconference procedures established by AB 361 rather than under the Brown Act's more narrow standard
rules for participation in a meeting by teleconference. AB 361 provides that if a state or local health official
recommends social distancing, the TAMC Board of Directors may meet remotely after September 30, 2021, provided
that within 30 days of the first meeting after September 30, and every 30 days thereafter, the Board of Directors finds
that 1) the Governor’s proclaimed state of emergency is still in effect; 2) the Board of Directors has reconsidered the
circumstances of the state of emergency, and 3) the state of emergency continues to directly impact the ability of the
members to meet in person.

The Monterey County Health Officer has recommended social distancing measures for meetings of legislative bodies,
and additionally, the TAMC Board of Directors passed a resolution also making these findings on September 22, 2021,
so the Board of Directors and the Board’s advisory committees have been able to meet remotely since September. In
order to continue meeting, in addition to the resolution, the Board of Directors must continually make the findings
outlined above every 30 days.

Accordingly, staff recommends making the appropriate findings. This action should occur within every 30 days, per

AB 361, in order to keep meeting remotely; additional special meetings may be necessary for that purpose. These
findings apply to the TAMC Board and all TAMC Board advisory committees.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

APPROVE Resolution 2022-05 adopting the fiscal year 22/23 budget and estimated budgets for fiscal years 23/24
and 24/25, Overall Work Program for FY 22/23 and the 2022 Integrated Funding Plan as recommended by the
Executive Committee.

SUMMARY:

This action results in adoption of the Agency’s final budget, overall work program and Integrated Funding Plan for
fiscal year 22/23, including federal, state and local grant authorizations and certifications, and out year budgets for
fiscal years 23/24 and 24/25. In February, the Board adopted the draft budget. This budget version makes changes to
reflect the latest information on revenues and expenditures.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The Transportation Agency for Monterey County gets majority of its funding from state and federal sources. The
funding is usually specific to the project or program for which it is granted and cannot be used to cover expenditures
of a different project or program, e.g., the funding received for the call box program can only be used for motorist aid
programs, and funding for the Salinas Rail Station project is only available for that rail-related project.

The Agency budget separates expenditures into two types: operating and direct programs. Operating expenditures
include salaries and benefits, materials and supplies, and equipment. Direct program expenditures for outside
consultants, contracts, and ongoing project and program delivery with continuous funding such as Freeway Service
Patrol and Call Box are in the Agency’s budget and the Overall Work Program. The budgeting process was changed
last fiscal year so that regional projects such as Salinas Rail Extension and Measure X programs are now listed in the
Integrated Funding Plan. The two documents are intended to complement each other, but not necessarily add up.
Agency staff time spent working on regional projects continues to be included in the Agency’s budget. Direct expenses
for these regional projects are only included in the Integrated Funding Plan.

Operating: The proposed fiscal year 2022-2023 operating expenditure budget is $3,638,407, a net decrease over
fiscal year 2021-2022 of $171,027.

Direct Program: The proposed fiscal year current direct program expenditure budget is $3,433,688 a net increase
over fiscal year 21/22 of $1,402,949. This increase is primarily due to activity for Safe Routes to School programs and
new grants for Alisal Greening and Wayfinding construction.
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DISCUSSION:

Changes since the Board reviewed the draft budget in February 2022 are:

1. TV Broadcast & Sound increased by $2,750 for hybrid committee meetings.

Revenues/Expenditures changes due to:

Benefit and salary changes are set forth in the resolution, as well as authority for out of state travel trips.
Details of the operating and direct budgets are attached.
Annual Work Program:

The final overall work program contains only minor changes made in response to comments by Caltrans and to reflect
the budget modifications noted above. These changes have very little effect on the 2022/23 work program that the
Executive Committee and Board reviewed in February.

Integrated Funding Plan:

The proposed 2022 Integrated Funding Plan updates the 2021 version of the plan with the latest funding and timing
information for the projects and programs. The 2022 version of the plan includes a few additional projects to be
consistent with staff work identified in the budget and work program.

Project development phases doesn't don't naturally follow the Agency's July 1 to June 30 fiscal year calendar. Past
Agency budgets included direct project costs such as property acquisitions for the Salinas Rail Extension project.
These costs would often carry over from year-to-year, artificially inflating the Agency's direct budget. The Integrated
Funding Plan covers all expenses associated with a given project. More closely aligning the I ntegrated Funding Plan
with the Budget and Overall Work Program provides a summary of project's and program's timing and funding while
allowing the Budget and Overall Work Program to focus on the Agency's planning activities and ongoing programs
e.g. Freeway Service Patrol, Call Boxes, and Go 831 traveler information program.

TO APPROVE THE 2022-2023 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET AND OVERALL WORK PROGRAM; TO
APPROVE THE ESTIMATED 2023-2024 AND 2024-2025 FISCAL YEAR FUTURE BUDGETS
SUBJECT TO FINAL APPROVAL IN SUBSEQUENT YEARS;

TO APPROVE ADJUSTMENTS TO JOB CLASSIFICATIONS, SALARIES AND BENEFITS; TO APPROVE
OUT-OF-STATE TRAVEL; AND TO DIRECT AND AUTHORIZE THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR
HIS/HER DESIGNEE TO TAKE ACTION WITH RESPECT TO FEDERAL, STATE AND LOCAL
FUNDING, GRANTS AND CERTIFICATIONS

WHEREAS, Chapter 3, Title 21, Section 6646 of the California Code of Regulations permits the
Regional Transportation Planning Agency to allocate funds for implementation of the annual
work program of the transportation planning process; and

WHEREAS, Transportation Agency for Monterey County Bylaws state that the Agency has
direct control over the budget for congestion management and traffic monitoring planning, the
work program, the Service Authority for Freeways and Expressways program, the Freeway
Service Patrol program, and administration; and

WHEREAS, the annual California State Budget Act, which appropriates State Highway funds
under local assistance for the State Transportation Improvement Program Planning,
Programming and Monitoring Program, estimates $201,000 available for the Transportation
Agency for Monterey County in fiscal year 2022-2023; and

WHEREAS, the Agency adopted the 2018 Regional Transportation Plan in June 2018; and
WHEREAS, the Agency’s 2022-2023 fiscal year work program and budget describes the work
tasks to be completed; and

WHEREAS, the Agency has initiated the Freeway Service Patrol in Monterey County to alleviate
congestion on major state routes during peak travel time, and the Agency has signed an
administration agreement with the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) and the
California Highway Patrol to administer the program and the Agency must identify an official
authorized to execute the Annual Freeway Service Patrol Fund transfer agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Agency Bylaws require the adoption of an annual budget by May and the Board
of Directors reviewed and commented on fiscal year 2022-23 budget on February 23, 2022;

and,
WHEREAS, the Agency is in compliance with:
e The Clean Air Act as amended, with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and the Title
VI Assurance executed by California under 23 U.S.C. 324 and 29 U.S.C. 794;
e Section 1101(b) of Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21°t Century regarding the
involvement of disadvantaged business enterprises for federally funded projects; and
e The Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990;

WHEREAS, the Agency is eligible to exchange federal Regional Surface Transportation Program
funds for State Highway Account funds; and

WHEREAS, the County of Monterey voters passed Measure X in November 2016 which is a
retail transaction and use tax to be administered by the Agency;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors of the Transportation Agency
for Monterey County hereby:

(a) Approves the overall work program and budget for fiscal year 2022-23 of $3,638,407
for operating and $3,433,688 for direct program costs; and,

(b) Approves the estimated budget for fiscal year 2023-24 of $3,690,720 for operating and
$2,187,532 for direct program costs, pending final approval no later than May 2023;
and,

(c) Approves the estimated budget for fiscal year 2024-25 of $3,744,032 for operating and
$1,326,193 for direct program costs, pending final approval no later than May 2024;
and,

(d) Authorizes the Agency’s Regional Transportation Planning Agency Fund 683 to contain
undesignated funds to provide cash flow of six months of operating expenditures while
awaiting the receipt of late arriving federal, state, and local revenue grants; and,

(e) Adjusts the Agency’s job classification system to authorize staffing level of 17.0 full time

equivalent staff positions; and,

(f) Approves the following salary and benefit adjustments:

1. A cost of living adjustment of 4.0 % for all regular employees effective
July 1, 2022; and,

2. An increase in the monthly mandatory CalPERS employer health contribution per
employee and retiree/annuitant from $149.00 to the amount set annually by the
PERS board to reflect any change to the medical care component of the Consumer
Price Index, in compliance with Section 22892 of the Public Employees’ Medical and
Hospital Care Act) effective January 1, 2023;

3. Agency’s cafeteria plan health insurance contribution for active employees is
changed to $1,201.43 for general employees and $2402.90 for management
employees effective July 1, 2022. Maximum cash-out will be $375.00. The total
cafeteria health insurance allowance contribution for active employees includes the
CalPERS mandatory contribution required under the Public Employees’ Medical and
Hospital Care Act Public.

(g) Approves the following out-of-state trips in fiscal year 2022-23:

1. Up to three separate trips to Washington, D.C., by selected Board members and
staff to increase legislator awareness of Agency priority rail and highway projects,
programs and funding needs and to attend the Annual Transportation Research
Board conference;

2. Up to five out-of-state trips associated with staff’s participation in American Public
Works Association, American Planning Association, American Public Transit
Association Rail committees and conferences; and,

(h) Instructs the Executive Director or his/her designee to claim:

1. Local Transportation Funds, for transportation planning agency purposes according
to state law, Public Utilities Code § 99233.1, as needed, not to exceed $908,485 to
support the Local Transportation Fund Administration and Regional Transportation
Planning Process, and to provide funds to cash flow agency expenditures until
approved federal, state, and local grant funds are received; and,

2. Congestion Management Agency funds/ Regional Transportation Planning
Assessment as needed, not to exceed $243,076 to support the Congestion
Management Program and related activities, including data collection and level of
service monitoring, regional transportation modeling, review of environmental
documents, and regional impact fees development; and,

3. Regional Surface Transportation Program/ State Highway Account exchange project
funds and interest to fund projects approved by the Board of Directors and as
needed to maintain a fund balance equal to three-months of expenditures; and,
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4. Regional Development Impact Fee Agency funds, not to exceed $10,000, to support
the administration of the Regional Development Impact Fee Agency; and,

5. An amount not to exceed 1% of annual of Measure X revenues for Salaries and
Benefits related to the administration of Measure X from the Transportation Safety
and Investment account; and,

6. Other Measure X costs as identified in the budget; and,

7. Funds from the Agency’s Undesignated Reserve for expenditures in excess of the 1%
administrative costs permitted under Measure X.

(i) Designates and authorizes the Executive Director or his/her designee to:

1. Sign agreements with the State of California to receive state funds for Rural
Planning Assistance, including any potential Rural Planning Assistance carryover
funds from the prior fiscal year, the State Transportation Improvement Program,
Planning, Programming & Monitoring Program and State Planning Grants;

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

On-Call Graphic Design Consultant:

1. AUTHORIZE the Executive Director to execute a contract with We The Creative, for an amount not to exceed
$90,000, to provide on-call consultant services for graphic design of public outreach, marketing, and website
materials for three years, July 2022 through June 2025;

2. APPROVE the use of reserve funds budgeted to this purpose; and

3. AUTHORIZE the Executive Director to make administrative changes to the contract if such changes do not
increase the Agency’s net cost, subject to approval by Agency counsel.

SUMMARY:

The Transportation Agency released a Request for Qualifications for on-call consultant for graphic art design of public
outreach, marketing, and website materials on March 23, 2022. The Agency received nine responsive Statements of
Qualifications by the deadline. Based upon the criteria established in the Request for Qualifications, ranking and
references, staff is recommending We The Creative for the on-call graphic designer.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The estimated cost for the on-call consultant for graphic design and production services is $90,000 over a three-year
period. Funding for the graphic design consultant assistance is incorporated in the Transportation Agency budget
within individual work elements. Execution of task orders will follow the Agency's standard procedures for securing
approval prior to expending funds.

DISCUSSION:

The Transportation Agency's Board of Directors authorized the release of a Requests for Qualifications for the On-Call
Consultant for Graphic Design of public outreach, marketing, and website materials on March 23, 2022. Staff
published the Requests for Qualifications on the Agency's website, legal notice in the Monterey County Herald, and
emailed a notice to graphic design firms in the Agency's consultant database.

The Transportation Agency received nine responsive Statements of Qualifications by the required deadline. After
reviewing and ranking each response, the review committee met to rank their findings and selected the top three
candidates. After further review and a final ranking, We The Creative was selected as the top ranked candidate for the
On-Call Graphic Designer.

We The Creative is a DBA of 26-year-old Jovenville, LLC specializing in marketing and branding for the public sector
and government agencies. We The Creative is both a Small Business Enterprise and Disadvantaged Business
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Enterprise located in San Juan Capistrano, CA. The agency specializes in communications, graphic design, marketing
campaigns & strategies. They offer in-house expertise in website content development, social media, photography,
video, along with advertising, branding and translation services.

We The Creative will assist the Transportation Agency with its responsibility to provide information on its projects,
plans and activities to the public, encourage public participation, and foster public understanding of its function. The

importance of this responsibility was emphasized by the Agency's Board of Director's strategic goals adopted in 2017.
Those goals include the enhancement of public communications and graphically designed materials will be essential in

this effort.
The scope of work with the budget and the schedule for the graphic design consultant contract are attached.

SCOPE OF WORK

The Transportation Agency for Monterey County (TAMC), Monterey County’s Regional
Transportation Planning Agency, is a state designated agency responsible for planning and
financial programming of transportation projects. The Transportation Agency has a
responsibility to provide information on its projects, plans and activities to the public, invite
participation and foster public understanding of its function.

The Transportation Agency is seeking a consultant to provide creative development of
marketing collateral and support material to be used on multiple Agency platforms. The Agency
is seeking a consultant with graphic design, social media, photography & video experience, to
provide, as directed through Task Orders by TAMC, tasks which could include the following:

1) Annual Report: The first conceptual meeting for the annual report occurs in December,
followed by the design, production, printing and mailing of the report during the
months of December — May of each year.

2) Project & Program flyers, brochures, postcards, one-page summary sheets and other
collateral materials

3) Coordination of production services for marketing collateral and support materials

4) Coordination of print services

The consultant will, in turn, provide a not-to-exceed cost estimate based upon the fixed rate
schedule included in their submittal and then execute a task order with the Transportation
Agency.

TAMC intends to recommend budgeting approximately $90,000 dollars toward the cost of these
graphic design and production services for the three-year period of the Agreement.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Disposition of Surplus Equipment:
1. APPROVE Resolution 2022-04 declaring as surplus selected equipment and computers; and
2. AUTHORIZE the Executive Director to dispose of the surplus property in accordance with the Disposition of
Surplus Property Policy, paragraph 4.

SUMMARY:

The TAMC Administrative Policies and Procedures outline the process for the Disposition of Surplus Property, and
require the declaration of identified items as surplus property by resolution prior to disposition.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The items on the surplus list are worn out or have become obsolete and are no longer needed by TAMC. Many of the
items are over 10 years old, and the financial impact of this surplus is not significant to the Agency.

DISCUSSION:

The Board last approved surplus property in October of 2017. Since that time, TAMC has cleaned out the office to
accommodate a new staff persons and upgraded computer equipment, resulting in the need to dispose of obsolete
equipment. The items on the surplus equipment list are listed in Resolution No. 2022-04 (attachment). Administrative
policy for the Disposition of Property paragraph 4 states that surplus equipment may be disposed of in any
combination of the following methods:

(a) Participation in another local agency’s public agency auction sale;

(b) Conveyance of surplus property to other government agencies, school, or non-profit organizations by direct
negotiated sale;

(c) Donation of surplus property to other government agencies, schools, or non-profit organizations; or

(d) Disposition of remaining items to local landfill.

Staff will offer the surplus computer to member agencies first, and then to non-profit organizations. This process will
include posting notifications on the TAMC website and Facebook page, and notifying local schools and community
organizations.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

AUTHORIZE the Executive Director to sign a lease extension with Clinica de Salud del Valle de Salinas for an additional
five years for office space at 55B Plaza Circle, Salinas.

SUMMARY:

Staff is recommending an extension of the present lease by exercising an option for renewal of an additional five
years.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

A lease agreement was signed with the landlord in 2017 for five years from February 1, 2018 to January 31, 2023. An
option to renew the lease for another five years was also agreed upon. The proposed renewal would extend from
February 1, 2023 to January 31, 2028. The monthly rate in February 2023 would be $8817.97 with a 2.5% increase
per each year of the lease. The Agency is required to give a 180 days written notice of its intention to exercise the
additional renewal option.

DISCUSSION:

The present lease at 55B Plaza Circle is set to terminate on January 31, 2023. There is an option to renew for an
additional five years. The Agency is required to give a 180 days written notice of its intention to exercise the additional
five year renewal option which would extend the lease till January 31, 2028.

Staff contacted another commercial office space landlord to verify that the current rate is at fair market rental value.
The Salinas office has served the Agency and its members well, being centrally-located and allowing for good access
for its member agencies to attend scheduled Agency meetings. Additionally, staying in the current office space would

avoid the need for moving costs.

Staff asks that the Board of Directors authorize the Executive Director to sign a five-year lease extension with Clinica
de Salud del Valle de Salinas, for the present office space at 55B Plaza Circle, Salinas.

SUMMARY:

The Federal Transit Administration provides operating support for rural transit services through Section 5311 non-
urbanized funding program. Section 5311(f) program funds support I ntercity Bus operations of which MST proposes
supporting Line 84 services between King City and Paso Robles. TAMC approval is necessary for Monterey-Salinas
Transit to receive this Section 5311 and Section 5311(f) funding to operate rural transit service and intercity bus
operations.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The estimated apportionment of Federal Transit Administration funds by program is listed below:
e Section 5311:53,245,140
e Section 5311(f): $451,853

DISCUSSION:

The Transportation Agency reviews and adopts a Program of Projects and Certifications and Assurances by
resolution to ensure that transit projects meet Federal Transit Administration requirements for this funding program
(see attachments and web attachment). Caltrans apportions and distributes these federal funds on a population
formula basis, and provides the Transportation Agency with a fund estimate for purposes of preparing the Program
and Projects.

Rural Transit Operations

5311 Traditional Program

The Federal Transit Administration's Section 5311 grant provides federal funding for public transportation service in
rural areas that don't have U.S. Census designated urban areas with population of 50,000 or more residents. The
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5311 grant is intended to provide access to employment, education, healthcare, shopping and recreation for residents
in small towns and rural areas. Monterey-Salinas Transit utilizes these funds to operate rural transit in Monterey
County, such as Line 23 (Salinas to San Lucas).

Intercity Bus Program

The Federal Transit Administration's Section 5311(f) Intercity Bus Program in California is designed to address the
"intercity bus transportation needs of the entire state" by supporting projects that provide transportation between
non-urbanized areas and urbanized areas that result in connections of greater regional, statewide, and national
significance. Monterey-Salinas Transit utilizes these funds to continue existing intercity bus operations on Line 84 -
King City-Paso Robles. MST previously had four routes that provided rural and intercity transit: Lines 82, 84, 85 and
86. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic and a significant reduction in ridership demand, MST suspended lines 82, 85, and
86 from service.

The recommended actions are necessary to claim federal transit funding apportioned to Monterey County and for
Monterey-Salinas Transit to apply for federal operating support for rural transit service in South County and provide
intercity bus operations. Due to the April 30 deadline, the Executive Director has already approved the Certifications
and Assurances and is seeking ratification by the Board.

Subject: Legislative Update

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

Legislative Update
1. RECEIVE update on State legislative issues; and
2. ADOPT positions on proposed legislation.

SUMMARY:

An updated bill list is attached with positions as recommended by Monterey-Salinas Transit and by the Bicycle and
Pedestrian Facilities Advisory Committee and the Technical Advisory Committee at their May meetings.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

Proposed legislation could have financial impact if implemented.

DISCUSSION:

Attachment 1 is a state legislative update and Attachment 2 is an updated draft state bill list, reflecting the positions
adopted by the TAMC Board on April 27. Any changes to the list since that meeting are indicated with cross-out and
underline. Staff recommends the following new positions, based on input from Monterey-Salinas Transit (MST), the
Bicycle and Pedestrian Facilities Advisory Committee (BPC), and the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC):

e Assembly Bill (AB) 1713 (Boerner Horvath): "Vehicles: required stops: bicycles", permits a person over 18 years
of age riding a bicycle approaching a stop sign on a two-lane road with stop signs at all intersections to yield the
right-of-way to any vehicles that have stopped at the entrance of the intersection, have entered the
intersection, or are approaching the intersection, and to continue to yield the right-of-way until it is reasonable
to proceed. The BPC voted to recommend the Board support this bill.

e AB 1919 (Holden): "Youth transit pass pilot program: free youth transit passes: eligibility for state funding",
would require local authorities, school districts, and colleges to maintain their funding for free or reduced fare
youth transit as provided in the 2018-19 fiscal year, and would require transit agencies to offer free youth
transit passes to all persons 25 years of age and under with California residency, regardless of immigration
status, to be eligible for state funding under the Transportation Development Act, the State Transit Assistance
Program, or the Low Carbon Transit Operations Program. MST recommends an oppose position.

e Senate Bill (SB) 932 (Portantino): "General plans: circulation element: bicycle and pedestrian plans and traffic
calming plans", requires bicycle and pedestrian plans and traffic calming plans for the urbanized areas within a
county or city general plan and require implementation of the plan within 2 years of adoption. Both the BPC and
the TAC voted to recommend the Board oppose this bill.

RE: STATE LEGISLATIVE UPDATE — MAY

General Update

Lately, the Legislature has been focused on budget committee meetings to hear the Governor’s
Fiscal Year 2022-23 budget proposals. Per the Constitution, the legislature must send a
balanced budget to the Governor by June 15. The budget must be signed by the Governor by
June 30 and goes into effect on July 1, the start of the 2022-23 fiscal year. The May Revision is
expected to be released on May 13 and update figures on available revenues. Early estimates
are that the state may have a $68 billion surplus. In parallel to the budget review, Legislators
have been busy introducing legislation, with over 4,500 bills being introduced during the 2021-
22 Legislative Session. The legislature is operating in a hybrid environment with some
committee hearings being conducted in person, and others allowing for virtual testimony,
under the continuing COVID-19 state of emergency.

With the surplus reaching $68 billion (near $23 billion more than the January estimates), and
the need to adhere to the Gann limit, which is the state’s budget appropriation limit,
infrastructure investments are an exception. The state was projected to be $2.4 billion over the
Gann limit in January. The Senate is proposing a $20 billion transportation package over the
next four years, with $10 billion upfront, and $10 billion subject to appropriation for the third
and fourth years. The Assembly had proposed a $10 billion package in December of 2021 prior
to the release of the Governor’s FY 22-23 State Budget.
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Gas Tax Proposal — Inflationary Adjustment Suspension

As part of his January budget proposal, Governor Newsom included a pause on the automatic
inflation adjustment for the gas tax. A pause would have an impact on funding made available
for maintenance, repairs, and congestion management on highways and local streets and
roads. Though the purpose of the pause is to provide relief to consumers at the pump, the
proposal does not include any guarantee the savings would go to consumers, and the
transportation impacts could be significant. If enacted, this action is expected to decrease fuel
tax revenues by $523 million in FY 2022-23.

The legislature has been reluctant to support the gas tax inflation adjustment pause because
the purchasing power of the gas tax would be diminished. This purchasing power issue is the
exact problem that 2017’s Senate Bill (SB) 1 attempted to address.

Gas Tax Relief Proposals

On March 23, Governor Newsom unveiled an $11 billion package intended to provide relief for
rising gas tax prices. The Governor’s proposal calls for $9 billion in tax refunds to Californians in
the form of two $400 direct payments per vehicle (an exclusion for electric vehicles is not
specified, meaning they are eligible), capped at two vehicles. Eligibility will be based on vehicle
registration, not income or tax records, to include seniors that receive Social Security Disability
income and low-income non-tax filers. This package also provides $2 billion in broader relief
including:

e $750 million in incentive grants to transit and rail agencies to provide free transit for
Californians for 3 months, which is expected to help roughly 3 million Californians per
day who take the bus, subway, or light rail.

e Up to $S600 million to pause a part of the sales tax rate on diesel for one year. This is the
main funding source for the State Transit Assistance Program.

e 5523 million to pause the inflationary adjustment to gas and diesel excise tax rates,
which is a 3-cent increase for 2022, and an average savings of $15 per person annually.

The package reiterates the Governor’s January proposal for $500 million in active
transportation for projects to promote biking and walking throughout the state. This proposal
fast-tracks a $1.75 billion portion of the Governor’s historic $10 billion zero-emission vehicle
(ZEV) package to further reduce the state’s dependence on oil and save Californians money,
including the investments in more zero-emission vehicles and building more charging
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infrastructure throughout the state, especially in low-income communities. If enacted, the
rebates could be made available as early as July.

The Governor’s gas tax rebate proposal has met resistance from the Assembly and Senate and
is not expected to progress.

On April 28, Speaker Rendon and Senate President pro Tempore Toni Atkins proposed a
broader S8 billion tax relief package that would distribute $200 per taxpayer, plus $200 for
dependents for those making less than $125,000/ $250,000 for single and joint filers,
respectively.

AB 285 Report

Pursuant to AB 285 (Friedman), Chapter 605, Statutes of 2019, Caltrans is required to detail
how it plans to achieve maximizing emissions reductions in its California Transportation Plan to
achieve the state’s goal of reducing greenhouse gas emissions of 40% below 1990 levels by the
end of 2030. The legislature required the Strategic Growth Council (SGC) to complete a report
with recommendations by January 31, 2022. SGC commissioned the UC Berkeley Institute of
Transportation Studies to conduct the report. On February 18, the report was posted with the
following findings:

e Too much money is spent on highway widening and projects that increase vehicle travel,
revealing a reliance on cars;

e Projects that take decades to plan do not adjust and consider multimodal options;

e There are too many layers of decision makers (state, regional, and local);

e MPOs have no land use authority, and their sales tax measures’ priorities do not sync
with the state; and

e State wants to restructure MPO and local government responsibilities, centralize
decision-making with state perspective.

There are several items to consider in the applicability of the findings. While Monterey County
resides in an attainment air district, certain factors such as the county’s population density,
geography and demographics are being discounted to the extent that there is an emphasis
being placed on adherence to vehicle miles traveled reduction, which is not always feasible,
particularly when the threshold is intended to address urban areas.

From a regional perspective, the Central Coast has 1.5 million people living a region that is
18,000 square miles. By comparison, the Bay Area has 4.5 times the amount of people living in
an area nearly 1/3 the size of the Coast, while Los Angeles has 6.5 times the people in 1/4 of the
area.
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TAMC has been working on multiple fronts for years to deliver more frequent transit and
passenger rail service, complete bike trails and projects to enhance safety and throughput on
US 101 and State Route 156, among other arterials, and is working with Caltrans and regional
partners on the deployment of charging stations to help facilitate electric vehicles.

Assembly Member Laura Friedman, Chair of Assembly Transportation Committee, has
introduced legislation, AB 2237 and AB 2438, to provide the state with a more assertive and
prescriptive role in meeting state climate goals. There is an ongoing dialogue with statewide
stakeholders, with hopes of calibrating what is feasible in addressing climate change per region.

BILLS OF INTEREST

TAMC is currently monitoring all bills in advance of the house of origin deadline on May 27.
Two-year bills, which are bills that have previously made it to the second house or are proposed
constitutional amendments, will be considered after May 31. Policy committees must complete
their business by July 1, fiscal committees by August 12, and all business by the floor of each
house by August 31, to be considered for signature by the Governor by September 30. See the

SUMMARY:

The Every Child project pilots a number of Safe Routes to School programs across Monterey County including walking
school buses, walk & roll to school events, traffic safety education, school carpool, senior outreach and traffic

gardens. Every Child is funded through an Active Transportation Program grant and Measure X Safe Routes to School
funds.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

There is no financial impact resulting from this item.

Active Transportation Program Cycle 6 Grant Applications
1. AUTHORIZE staff to submit Active Transportation Program grant applications for Safe Routes to School
projects in Salinas, King City, Castroville, and San Ardo; and the California Avenue segment of the Fort Ord
Regional Trail and Greenway Project in the City of Marina;
2. AUTHORIZE staff to be a joint grant applicant with the City of Salinas, City of King, and County of Monterey in
each of their separate applications; and
3. AUTHORIZE the Executive Director to accept grant funds, if awarded.

SUMMARY:

The City of Salinas, City of King, and County of Monterey are pursuing Active Transportation Program grants to fund
projects that will provide safe routes to schools. These projects would be enhanced by including safe routes to school
and community educational programming provided through TAMC's Safe Routes to School program. The Fort Ord
Regional Trail & Greenway (FORTAG) is part of a larger effort to connect communities in and around the former Fort
Ord to each other and to education, employment, community, and open space.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The City of Salinas is applying for two projects at a total cost of approximately $8 million. King City's proposed project
would cost approximately S8 million. Monterey County's projects cost approximately $2.5 million, $4 million, and $4.5
million for projects in San Ardo, Chualar, and Castroville, respectively. Segment 3 of FORTAG runs adjacent to
California Avenue between the City of Marina and CSUMB and is estimated to cost $10.5 million, where the Agency
will be pursuing a $8.5 million Active Transportation Program Cycle 6 grant.

DISCUSSION:

Safe Routes to School and community educational programming will be included in each of the following projects to
enhance the grant applications to make them more competitive and so that community members will feel confident in
using the new infrastructure and be encouraged to use active modes of transportation such as walking and bicycling.
If approved, TAMC will submit joint applications with the City of Salinas, City of King, and County of Monterey to the
California Transportation Commission for Active Transportation Program funding for these projects:

Alisal Safe Routes to School Improvements (Salinas)

Improvements include a pedestrian hybrid beacon at an existing crosswalk crossing a major arterial with multiple
lanes and fast moving traffic. Additionally, the project will install a pedestrian refuge island, ADA-compliant ramps,
high-visibility crosswalk, speed feedback signs, buffered bike lanes, and narrowed vehicle lanes. The pedestrian
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hybrid beacon will be interconnected with adjacent signals for coordination to help manage traffic speeds. Estimated
project cost $2 million.

Harden Safe Routes to School Improvements (Salinas)

The project includes design and construction of a roundabout or equivalent safety improvement at the intersection of
Harden Pkwy and McKinnon St. and enhanced bicycle and pedestrian facilities along Harden Pkwy, McKinnon St., and
Westminster Dr., providing safe access to schools, parks, shops and jobs. Estimated project cost $6 million.

San Antonio Drive Bike & Pedestrian Path (King City)

This project will construct a 1-mile long paved bicycle and pedestrian trail to connect San Lorenzo Regional Park to the
planned Arboleda/Mills Ranch Lineal Park by adding sidewalk and curb ramps where they are currently missing, to
safely connect residents to schools, parks, housing, and healthcare. Estimated project cost $8 million.

County Community & School Connections Through Active Transportation

San Ardo

Project scope includes construction of curb and gutters, sidewalk on one side of the street, corresponding pavement
marking and signage on Center St., Godchaux St., and College Street. Estimated project cost $2.5 million.

_Chualar
This project will construct curb, gutter, sidewalk, curb ramps and pavement markings on Main St., Grant St., Clay St.,
Scott St., Lincoln St., and Washington St. Estimated project cost $4 million.

Castroville

The project will add a mile of sidewalk and improve curb, gutter, ADA ramps, and bulbouts along key destination
routes to home, school, work, and critical goods and services. This project will connect sidewalks in at least 24
locations, construct 15 curb and gutters, and improve 36 ADA ramps. The sidewalk improvements are in extremely
close proximity to the three schools, Castroville Branch Library, Castroville Fire Station, Castroville Post Office, two
parks, Castroville Station Shopping Center, pedestrian bridge trail, two churches, an Islamic Center, and two
affordable housing developments. Estimated project cost $4.5 million.

Fort Ord Regional Trail and Greenway

Segment 3 - California Avenue from Patton Parkway to Imjin Road

Transportation Agency staff is applying for Active Transportation Program Cycle 6 grant to fund another portion of
the CSUMB Loop North Segment, which closes the gap on California Avenue between the City of Marina and CSUMB,
and connects to FORTAG Segment 2. The proposed project is a 1.4-mile shared use path that will be 12-feet wide and
accommodate bicyclists, pedestrians, runners, scooters, or other shared mobility devices. The project is a gap closure
that will vastly improve a current route and remove barriers to mobility. The project will close a gap in the existing
regional network between the City of Marina and CSUMB to the north and south, and Fort Ord Trail network and the
Monterey Bay Recreational Trail to the east and west. Currently, there is a Class |1 bikeway on California Ave, but due
to the high speed (40 mph), the bike facility is not adequate for all ages and abilities. California Ave. as it is today is
itself a barrier for City of Marina residents, families, and students to be connected to the existing regional network,
healthy food options, higher education, and open spaces. The project will fill this gap and will provide an all ages and
abilities connection between the City of Marina, CSUMB, future development, the Fort Ord Trail system, and the
Monterey Bay Recreation Trail via Class | bikeways.
