END OF CONSENT AGENDA
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CALTRANS ASSET MANAGEMENT AND STATE HIGHWAY OPERATION
AND PROTECTION PROGRAM UPDATE

The Committee received a presentation from Richard Rosales and Darron Hill, Caltrans
District 5, on Caltrans Asset Management and State Highway Operation and Protection
Program Update.

Caltrans is responsible for maintaining and operating approximately 50,000 lane-miles of
the state highway system, the backbone of California’s transportation infrastructure. This
includes monitoring the condition and operational performance of the highways through
periodic inspections, traffic studies, and system analysis.

State law requires the development of a state highway system needs assessment that uses
performance targets to estimate current needs. Performance measures and targets are used
to track progress and guide state and local agencies towards short, medium, and long-term
objectives. The Ten-Year Project Book shows how Caltrans will utilize strong asset
management practices to help ensure Caltrans and its partners continue to make the best
use of resources by carefully balancing multiple competing needs for infrastructure
preservation and improvement.

The Ten-Year Project Book provides a list of the individual projects needed to restore the
State Highway System to a condition that meets the performance targets enshrined into law
through the Road Repair and Accountability Act of 2017 (Senate Bill 1). The Project Book
is a natural extension of the recently adopted California Transportation Asset Management
Plan, which prioritizes projects based on their contribution to the overall health of the State
Highway System and its many component parts.

The Transportation Asset Management Plan articulates performance targets established by
legislation and action by the California Transportation Commission for the four primary
Transportation Asset Management Program asset classes: pavement, bridges, culverts, and
transportation management systems elements. The performance targets included in Senate
Bill 1 direct that over the next ten years, not less than:

98% of pavement on the state highway system must be in good or fair condition;
90% of culverts must be in good or fair condition;

90% of transportation management systems units must be in good condition; and
An additional 500 bridges must be repaired.

Caltrans is requesting that local and regional partners identify any regionally or locally
funded projects that Caltrans should be aware of to discuss proposed scope, funding
scenarios, delivery timeframes, potential impacts to the State Highway System, and
coordination responsibilities. For Caltrans to add a highway project into the State Highway
Operations Protection Program workplan it needs to be in the Transportation Agency's
Regional Transportation Plan, be in Caltrans Three-Year Workplan, and have an executed
cooperative agreement.
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Lisa Rheinheimer, Monterey-Salinas Transit, asked if the rumble strip program from the
SHOPP can be presented to the Bicycle and Pedestrian Facilities Committee. Richard
Rosales responded that he would request that the traffic safety group follow-up to provide
a presentation.

MEASURE X SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL UPDATE

The Committee received a presentation from Ariana Green, Associate Transportation
Planner, on the Measure X Safe Routes to School program.

Ms. Green presented that the Measure X Safe Routes to School program funds projects and
programs that improve children's health by making walking and bicycling safer and easier.
The program will result in projects that provide the following benefits: improved safety for
children walking and biking to school; better connections between schools, residential
areas and vocational training programs; enhanced air quality; reduced traffic congestion
around schools, and healthier transportation choices for school children and parents.

Goals for Fiscal Year 2019/20 include:
e Launch a comprehensive Measure X Safe Routes to School Website;

Adopt Mini Grant Program guidelines and develop application forms;

Kick-off "Every Child: Community-Supported Safe Routes to School" grant work;

Kick-off Salinas Safe Routes to School Plan (if receive grant award);

Continue implementing the Education Program serving Salinas Valley, Seaside,

Marina and North County;

e Continue to coordinate with stakeholders through Safe Routes to School Taskforce
meetings;

e Support Safe Routes to School infrastructure projects in all cities and Monterey
County;

e Adopt the Seaside & Marina Safe Routes to School Plan in Spring 2020;

e Apply for Active Transportation Program Cycle 5 and/or provide support to
City/County applications.

Brian McMinn, City of Marina, asked if the bike rodeos are coordinated with the local
police departments. Ariana Green responded yes.

Lisa Rheinheimer, Monterey-Salinas Transit, asked if part of the education includes putting
away electronics. Ariana Green responded yes, the training teaches kids to look for
distracted drivers.

Ariana Green asked if the Committee is interested in setting up a process for the
Transportation Agency to review and provide comments on Active Transportation Program
grant applications. The Committee consensus was that there is interest, and would like
information brought back to a future Committee meeting.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

RECEIVE presentation on the new requirement to use Vehicle Miles Traveled, rather than Levels of
Service, as the primary metric for measuring transportation impacts under the California Environmental
Quality Act.

SUMMARY:

Frederik Venter from Kimley-Horn & Associates will provide an overview of efforts to implement the
Vehicle Miles Traveled metric, required by Senate Bill 743 in order to help reduce greenhouse gas
emissions.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:
None

DISCUSSION:

Senate Bill (SB) 743 eliminated vehicular delay and Level of Service (LOS) as the metrics for
measuring the transportation impacts of new development under the California Environmental Quality
Act. The legislation tasked the Governor’s Office of Planning and Research with developing a metric
that promotes the reduction of greenhouse gas emissions, the development of multimodal transportation
networks, and a diversity of land uses.

The Office of Planning and Research identified Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT) per capita, VMT per
employee, and net VMT as new metrics for transportation analyses. The Natural Resources Agency
adopted these metrics as CEQA regulatory changes in December 2018. Statewide implementation will
occur by January 1, 2020.

Several cities have already adopted VMT as their primary measure of of transportation impact under
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CEQA. Many other jurisdictions are in various stages of making the transition. Because SB 743
preserves local authority over planning decisions, LOS and congestion can still be measured for
planning purposes. While traffic studies may be required for planning approvals, those studies will no
longer be part of the CEQA process.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

1. RECEIVE report on Monterey County Bike Month 2019 and the countywide bike safety
outreach; and
2. PROVIDE direction to staff on future planning for Monterey County Bike Month.

SUMMARY:

Bike Month is a national public awareness event held annually in May to promote bicycling. The
Agency has dedicated Transportation Development Act funds for public education, and requests
direction from the Committee for 2019 Bike Month outreach.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The Agency's approved 2018/19 budget includes $27,500 to support Bike Month and other year-round
bicycling events and educational activities. This budget comes from the State Transportation
Development Act 2% funds for bicycle and pedestrian education and encouragement activities.

DISCUSSION:

The League of American Bicyclists has designated the month of May as National Bike Month. The
purpose of Bike Month is to raise public awareness of bicycling as a form of transportation. One of the
findings of the 2014 Alliance Benchmarking Report prepared by the Alliance for Biking and Walking is
that more people bike and walk to work in communities with strong bicycling and pedestrian advocacy.

Bike Month 2018 Recap

As part of Bike Month 2018, TAMC helped promote bicycling community events around the County.
TAMC also partnered with the Salinas Cesar Chavez Library to do bike safety presentations. All
events were listed on a bilingual bike month poster, available on the TAMC website and promoted via
the TAMC Facebook page. Additionally, Bike Month events were promoted in the Monterey County
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weekly's publications and online page.

In 2018, TAMC kicked-off the first annual Go831 Bike/Walk Challenge. The Go831 Bike/Walk
Challenge is a competition aimed at encouraging employees, students and residents in Monterey
County to walk and bike to work, school, and shops during the Month of May. The 2018 Bike/Walk
Challenge ran from May 14 - May 31 and included 47 participants who walked and biked a total
distance of 1,851 miles, saved 1,502 Ibs CO2 emissions and saved $1,000 dollars by not driving.

Bike Month 2019

TAMC staft recommends a different approach to promoting Bike Month 2019 than in recent years to
free up time to promote the Bike/Walk Challenge with major employers and to host several Bike/Walk
to School events in coordination with safe routes to school pop-up demonstrations in Seaside and
Marina. Instead of designing and printing Bike Month posters, staff recommends developing an online
Bike Month Calendar that can be promoted through social media.

The 2019 Bike/Walk Challenge will run for the full month of May and is being promoted through
flyers and direct coordination with 6 employers:

Monterey Bay Aquarium

Monterey County

City of Salinas

Salinas Valley Memorial Hospital

CSU Monterey Bay

City of Monterey

The 2019 Bike/Walk Challenge will be promoted to other employers and members of the public
through email notifications, social media advertisements and flyers. Participants may compete as an
individual or part of a team. There will be prizes for the top team and top three individuals who take
the most walking and biking trips during the Challenge. There will also be a random drawing for any
participant who registers for the Challenge and takes at least one walking or biking trip.

Prizes are as follows:

Random Drawing = $200
Top Team = $200

Ist Place Individual = $100
2nd Place Individual = $75
3rd Place Individual = $50

TAMC staft goals for the 2019 Bike/Walk Challenge are to at least double the number of participants,
biking and walking miles, lbs of CO2 emissions saved and number of dollars saved by not driving.

In addition to engaging adult bicyclists through the Bike/Walk Challenge, Bike Month 2019 will
include outreach to children in Monterey County. The MY Town exhibit will soft-launch in May at the
Steinbeck Center in Oldtown Salinas. MY Town is an interactive children's exhibit which will provide
opportunities for young children and their families to learn about safe walking and biking in a fun and
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engaging environment.

TAMC staft is also coordinating with the Martin Luther King Jr Elementary School in Seaside and
Marina Vista and Crumpton Elementary Schools in Marina to organize Bike/Walk to school activities
in coordination with safe routes to school on-street pop-ups. The pop-ups will demonstrate several
draft recommended infrastructure improvements in Seaside & Marina Safe Routes to School Plan such
as a road diet and protected bike lanes on Broadway in Seaside and curb extensions and crossing
enhancements on Carmel Ave in Marina.
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
