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measures to ensure consumer protection and unprove taxi accessibility for the elderly and
persons with disabilities.

The Draft Evaluation of a Proposed Regional Taxi Authority for Monterey County has
been attached for the Council’s review, The study outlines the various issues that will
need to be considered and addressed by the regional tax1i authority once it is established,
and includes recommended measures for addressing those issues. The Study recommends
that the process of regionalizing taxi regulation include:

1. Establishment of a “one-stop shop” for vehicle permits, licenses, inspections and
background checks, as well as formation of a regional taxi committee to oversee
administration and taxi regulation and to provide a regional forum for
discussing/resolving taxi-related issues; and

2. Implementation of taxi accessibility requirements, scrip progratn expansion, and fare
regulation by the regional taxi authority among other considerations.

The Agency is recommending that all of the study’s recommendations be implemented in
the proposal for establishing the taxi authority. This proposal had previously been split
into two phases given that additional time was foreseen to implement the accessible taxi
and expanded scrip program regulations being advocated-for by the Social Services
Transportation Advisory Council. The Agency is seeking establishment of the taxi
Authority to include all of the taxi study’s recommendations.

It is currently expected that Monterey-Salinas Transit (MST) would be designated as the
regional taxi authority as it already performs many of the necessary functions, such as
vehicle inspections and background checks. This function is also consistent with MST’s
designation as the Consolidated Transportation Services Agency for Monterey County.

The Agency expects to complete the taxi study project in September. Once the study has
been completed and adopted by the Agency, 1t can be used to begin the process of
forming the regional taxi authority over the course of the fall. The Agency’s role in that
process will be to shepherd the participating jurisdictions through the process of forming
the authority as recommended in the taxi study, which will involve reviewing and
approving agreements, and adopting changes to city ordinances. The Agency will also be
working to secure funding needed to purchase accessible cabs and taxi scrip for a
countywide program (the Agency has included these projects in its Investment Plan for
the proposed November 4,.2008 cel}t transportation sales tax measure).

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Evaluation of Proposed Regional Taxi Authority
for Monterey Peninsula

The proposed Regional Taxi Authority (RTA) assumes that Monterey-Salinas Transit (MST) will
perform services as an RTA on behalf of a Joint Powers Authority. The agency already
performs vehicle inspecticns and background checks for its own vehicles and drivers, and the
Taxi Study Group has agreed o the designation of the RTA role to MST.  The Study Group
originally proposed a two phased implementation plan. However, in order to avoid delay in the
establishment of the Authority, the Transportation Agency for Monterey County {TAMC) will take
responsibility for working with each jurisdiction and key stakeholders to implement the single
phase proposal presented below.

There are a number of supporting documents that should be reviewed in conjunction with this
proposed RTA. These are:

Proposed RTA Structure
RTA Functions

The main functions of the RTA will be as follows:

» Conduct (or contract out) vehicle inspections

e Conduct driver background checks

¢« Operate as a one-stop permitting center to issue company, vehicle and driver
permits and collect all fees

o Collect business license fees

+ Monitor insurance requirements and verify insurance coverage

e Set uniform fare structure

» Establish accessible cab requirements

¢ Ensure that cab companies accept senior scrip {or another mechanism used for
senior fare subsidies)

¢« Meet with law enforcement and cab companies

o Coordinate with the Steering Committee

+ Report illegal taxicab activities to city police departments

¢ Conduct public outreach on taxi service

« Coordinate education efforts with law enforcement



Implementation Issues

Highlights of the implementation plan are as follows:

MST will explore the mechanism required to establish or expand the existing Joint
Powers Agreement under which the RTA will operate.

MST will determine where this function will be located, both physically and in terms of
the MST organizational structure.

Reporting authority within the RTA and MST will be established, including protocols for
communicating with the participant cities.

The City of Monterey’s existing taxi ordinance will provide the basis for the RTA's rules
and regulations, which will be finalized by the Steering Committee. Specific
requirements that have been selected from other regional authorities that should be
considered by the Committee are indicated in the attached document (“Proposed
revisions to Monterey City Ordinance”)

Simple amendments to city ordinances will be passed that would allow the current
individual (usually Chief of Police or his/her designee) to designate this authority to the
RTA.

Inter-Agency Agreements will constitute the vehicle that is used to transfer this authority
from the Chief to the RTA. This agreement will be signed in order to formalize the
refationship between the cities and the RTA.

A Taxi Steering Committee will be established that includes one primary and one
alternate member from each participating jurisdiction. The role of the committee will be
to recommend by-laws and procedures regarding taxicab safety and the enforcement of
the RTA regulations. These will be particularly focused on refining the criteria for
receiving vehicle and driver permits and establishing the appeals process. These
procedures will be taken to the MST Board {or the JPA) for their approval. Steering
Committee meetings wili be open to the public.

Existing perscnnel or newly nired personnel will be trained to operate a one-stop
permitting center

These implementation issues are discussed in greater detail below.

+ The Regional Taxi Autherity establishes a model taxi ordinance to be adopted by
participating jurisdictions (a draft ordinance is attached to this memorandum). The
Authority may adopt additional administrative rules

» The Authority operates a one-stop permitting center for vehicle inspections, driver
background checks, and insurance verification to cover costs. Issues driver IDs, places
decals on cabs. The RTA will review fingerprinting and background (Department of
Justice [DOJ]) checks, drug and alcohol testing. Vehicle inspections will be performed in
house, unless the Steering Committee determines that contracting out this function will
be mere cost-effective. Drug and alcohol testing will continue to be conducted by private
firms at the applicants’ expense. Fingerprinting and DOJ checks can be handled by MST
through the current arrangement the agency has with a private agency that handles all
background checks.

» The proposed fees to be charged to driver and company applicants to recover costs will
be refined before this new MST function is implemented. An initial estimate is presented
below.



« Open entry: The Authority sets no limits on number of cabs or companies that are
allowed to operate in each city. This means that all companies approved by the RTA will
be authorized to provide service in all participating jurisdictions. The Authority will have
the responsibility of enforcing the open entry recommendation. However, approved
companies will still need to secure business licenses issued by each city, even if the
business license fees are collected by the Authority.

¢ The Authority sets uniform fare structure

» Optional: The Authority collects business license fees on behalf of cities (alternatively,

companies would still need to get city business licenses wherever they choose to
operate)

¢ Accessible Cabs: The Authority sets minimum requirement for accessible cabs
conditioned on assistance with this capital purchase, and can include it as a requirement
of renewing permits. Based on best practices in other cities, a ratio of one ramped taxi
for every 20 taxis in a vehicle fleet is recommended. In order to pretect the interests of
the smaller companies, all taxi companies thal have fleets of 15 or more vehicles will be
required to purchase ramped taxi vehicles until the ratio of 1:20 is achieved. TAMC may
provide funding for the purchase of accessible vehicles or the marginal cost of
incorporating accessible design in the purchase of a vehicle. Alternatively, TAMC could
purchase the required number of vehicles to reach this ratio and either TAMC or MST
could lease these vehicles af a nominal monthiy fee tc the taxi companies, and then turn
the vehicles over to the companies at the end of their useful lives.

» Enforcement: Enforcement remains the responsibility of the cities, except that MST
may deny renewal or revoke a permit if any driver or company is found in violation.
While RTA staff will not have traffic stop powers, the county’s taxi regulations will require
drivers to stop and cooperate with RTA and municipal code enforcement staff.

¢ Senior Scrip: Ordinance stipulates that all companies are required to accept senior
scrip as a condition for receiving a permit. TAMC will be responsible for securing
additional funding for senior scrip. |t should be noted that the term “scrip” is used here to
refer to any mechanism that will be adopted to provide subsidies to seniors using taxis

« Optional: Any city and the Authority may issue and redeem its own scrip or reimburse
designated individuals for taxi fares

Role of the Steering Committee

The committee will be responsible for making recommendations to the MST Board on behalf of
all member agencies and the taxi industry, such as fare adjustments, regulation changes as well
as other administrative duties directly related to the safe and efficient operation of taxicabs in
Monterey County. The Steering Committee would recommend fare changes to the RTA each
January, and undertake public notifications of fare changes. The RTA structure assumes that
member cities agree to the fare levels approved by the Steering Committee. Given that the
fares recently became uniform throughout the proposed RTA jurisdiction, this is a goed

opportunity to assign the responsibility for fare regulations to the Steering Committee and MST
Board.

Costs

Costs would consist mainly of staffing needed to carry cut the RTA's regulatory functions and
cocrdinate with the participating jurisdictions, particularly with regard to facilitating the approval
of the model ordinance in all participating jurisdictions and the inclusion of the senior scrip
program and the accessible vehicie requirements. These last two elements will also incur
additional capital costs.



The RTA will be established as a cost-recovery agency based on revenues from permit fees. At
a later stage, if RTA conducts administrative hearings for illegal activities, penalty charge
revenue from administrative actions would also contribute to overall costs. Citation revenue will
flow to cities, depending on where the citation was issued. There will be no transfer of funds
between the RTA and member cities (with the possible exception cited under the financial plan
below). Fees will be adopted by the MST Board on recommendation frem the Steering
Committee.

Financial Plan

Staffing Needs: Based on a review of peer agencies, and consultation with Carmel-by-the-Sea
and the cities of Seaside and Monterey on their current permitting process, the estimated
staffing needs and costs are as follows:

In order to process approximately 300 — 350 permit applications (both driver and

vehicle), half of the time of a clerk and 0.2 full-time equivalent (FTE) of a manager will
be required, at least in the first year following the establishment of the RTA.

The cost of adding the RTA function to MST is estimated as follows:

Based on the fee information gathered for the study area and peer cities, the proposed
fees to the applicant would be as follows:

Driver Permit $55 MST revenue
Vehicle Permit $226 MST revenue
Live Scan Fingerprinting $15 MST revenue
Drug and Alcohol Testing $60 Pass-through
DOJ Background Test $32 Pass-through

Assumgptions: Annual driver applications: 200, Annual vehicle permit applications: 133

All of these costs are estimates that would need to be refined by the RTA Steering Committee
based on more accurate data. The additional capital and facilities cost are expected to be
minimal, but these will also need to be finalized as part of the establishment of the RTA function.
Finally, the cost of processing company applications has not been factored into these
calculations. Depending on the number of potential applicants, the additional fees would need to
be factored into the current revenues, as the small number of company applications may not
warrant significant additional staff time. While the proposed fees are slightly higher than current
fees per individual permit in some jurisdictions, we anticipate that the possibility of avoiding the
cost of application fees in multiple jurisdictions should mitigate the increased permit fee amount.
If the net effect of this consolidation of fees proves to be a net increase for applicants, cities may
choose to contribute to the RTA a portion of the costs they currently incur for processing permit
applications, but under the current assumptions this may not be necessary. Since this will still
represent a cost savings to the cities over current labor expenditurgs, it could be an effective
means of preventing cost impacts to the applicants and building support for the regionalization
effort. Responses to these items, with additional information on the actual fees charged
to applicants (for driver, vehicle, and company permits) are strongly encouraged.




Based on the cost assumptions above, the estimated three year budget for the Authority,
exclusive of incidental capital costs, is summarized in the table below:

PENINSULA REGIONAL TAXI AUTHORITY.

WHEREAS, Government Code § 53075.5 requires each city to adopt an
ordinance or resolution in regard to taxicab transportation service within the city,
including the regulation of employment of taxicab drivers, establishment or
registration of rates for taxicab transportation service, and a drug and alcohol
testing program, and

WHEREAS, Monterey County cities have formed a voluntary association,
the MONTEREY COUNTY REGIONAL TAXI AUTHORITY (RTA), to coordinate
taxicab service permitting and other administrative functions with the Monterey-
Salinas Transit (MST) in order to increase public safety, to reduce administrative
costs for the public and the private section, and to expand the provision of private
transportation service in Monterey County; and

WHEREAS, RTA has established regulations designed to comply with
Government Code § 53075.5 and to protect the health, safety, and welfare of
persons utilizing taxicab services in member agencies.

The City Council of the City of does ordain as follows:

Section 1. Definitions
For the purpose of this Ordinance, the words and phrases herein defined

shall be construed in accordance with the following definitions.

A. C|ty means the City of

B. "RTA" means the MONTEREY COUNTY REGIONAL TAXlI AUTHORITY
administered by Monterey-Salinas Transit.

B. “Person” includes natural person, firm, association, organization, partnership,
business, trust, corporation, or public entity.

C. "Taxicab” means a vehicle operated within the jurisdiction of the City, capable
of carrying not more than eight persons, excluding the driver, and used to
carry passengers for hire. The term shall exclude a vehicle operating as a
Charter Party Carrier licensed as such by any state agency, including the
Public Utilities Commission, or any other vehicle having a Certificate of
Public Convenience and Necessity issued by any state agency, including
the Public Utilities Commission.




Section 2. RTA Requlations Adopted

A. The RTA Reguiations dated are hereby adopted and
incorporated as though fully set forth herein. A copy of the
Regulations dated are attached herewith as Exhibit 1.

B. It shall be unlawful for a person to operate a Taxicab or Taxicab
business within the City in violation of the RTA Regulations adopted
nerein, and a violation of the RTA Regulations shall constitute a
violation of this Ordinance.

Section 3. Separate from Business Licensing
The regquirements of this Ordinance are separate and independent from
the business licensing and any other provisions under the City Code.

Section 4. RTA Steering Committee Designation

The City Manager or his/her designee shall represent the City on the RTA
Steering Committee. The City Manager or designee is authorized to approve
amendments to the RTA Regulations.

Section 5. Penalty
Any person who willfully violates this article shall be guilty of a misdemeanor,
punishable by a fine not exceeding one thousand dollars ($1,000.00), or by

imprisonment not to exceed six (6) months, or by both such fine and
impriscnment.

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COMPARISON OF CITY OF MONTEREY AND ORANGE COUNTY
TAXICAB ORDINANCES

Nelsonm\Nygaard has reviewed the City of Monterey’s municipal taxicab code and
compared it to Orange County’s taxicab code. The City of Monterey’s code has
been considered a worthwhile model to adapt by other Monterey Peninsula cities,
and has more detailed regulations for many issues than the Orange County Taxi
Administration Program (OCTAP). OCTAP, however, does have more specific
regulations regarding the different permit issuance for drivers and owners which the
RTA may want to review and consider in developing the RTA regulations.

Owner Permits

Monterey taxicab codes Section 36-23 through 36-27 define the process for
applying and receiving a taxicab business owner’s permit. Under the status quo,
the city currently only contracts with one taxicab company. As a result, there
appears to be some ambiguity regarding the difference between an owner’s permit
to operate the taxicab business, and taxicab vehicle and driver permits. While in a
sole proprietorship, the owner and operator are the same person, the situation does
not hold true when one business holds multiple vehicles and employs more than
one driver. By better defining ownership codes, ambiguity can be minimized.

«  Ownership Term - The current City of Monterey code does not specify a term
for how long a taxicab owner’s permit is valid (see OCTAP Code 5.8). A
term is specified for a driver’s permit.

«  Ownership Denial — The current code does not set forth ownership denial
based on age or explicit criminal history not related to municipal ordinance
(see OCTAP Code 5.3) These details are included for a driver’s permit.

« Driver Roster - Monterey does not require that a roster of drivers be provided
to the City when applying for an owner’s per mit or to be updated when
new drivers are hired (see OCTAP Code 5.4). The City does require that a
roster be made available upon request by the police.

« Rightto Appeal - No process is noted in the Monterey taxicab code to
appeal an ownership denial request (see OCTAP 5.12). An appeal process is
outlined for a driver's permit.

Driver Permits
OCTAP has more detailed driver permit requirements than Monterey., While more
specific requirements may be desirable at times, committee members may want to

discuss the need for specifics.

« Driver permit transferability to another company — OCTAP has specific
regulations related to a driver’s permit transfer ability to another taxicab

>



company (see OCTAP 6.13). Monterey has no such regulation which could
imply that the driver would have to go through the driver permit process in
order to work at a different taxicab company.

o Driver’s Permit Denial - Monterey may deny a driver’s permit based on
crimes generally discussed in Section 36-31 (3, 4, 6, 8, 9, 10, 11). OCTAP
explicitly states crimes and penal and vehicle code numbers (see OCTAP
6.14.5-9).

Taxicab Inspection Standards

The City of Monterey’ s taxicab code specifies that taxicabs are required to undergo
an annual inspection and are subject to random inspections by the police
department. The inspection criteria are outlined in the “Taxicab Safe ty Inspection
Checklist” which is not included in the taxicab code, and the details of the
inspection are not included in the city code. OCTAP’s code defines t he specific
inspection criteria and covers topics including body condition, brake system,
climate control, exhaust system, interior condition, etc. (see OCTAP 8.1-8.27).
While this may not be necessary for Monterey County municipalities, committee
members may want to review this section and discuss any additions they may want
to consider for the Taxicab Safety Inspection Checklist.

An additional item to consider is the vehicle age. OCTAP taxicab 8.27 specifies
that vehicle permits may not be issued to vehicles which are older than ten model
years measured from the current calendar year. This type of regulation may
represent a burden to taxicab operators but would also ensure that more fuel
efficient and emissions friendly vehiclas are in service.

XI. Liability

A. MST is providing an administrative service on behalf of each
participaling city, and is not assuming any liability for the performance of taxicab
operators, vehicles, or drivers.

B. M&T is not responsible for the enforcement of city ordinances.

XIl. Amendments

A. These rules may be amended by a majority vote of the RTA Steering
Committee and approval of the MST Board of Directors.



MONTEREY COUNTY REGIONAL TAXI AUTHORITY (RTA)
RULES
l. Scope:

A. RTA is a voluntary association of Monterey County cities which have
delegated the issuance of taxicab vehicle licenses and driver permits and other
administrative functions to the MST. Each city will retain all authority and
responsibility for taxicab regulation and enforcement within its borders.

1. As used in these Rules, the term Taxi includes those services defined in
Government Code section 53075.5 and regulated by municipal agencies in
California.

B. The objective of RTA is to increase public safety, reduce administrative
costs for the pubtic and private sector, and to expand the provision of private
transportation service in Monterey County.,

[l. Administration:

A. A Taxicab Administrator, an employee of MST, will manage all MST
responsibilities required to administer RTA activities.

B. An RTA Steering Committee will meet quarterly to advise MST on
policy issues. The Committee includes the City Manager or his/her designee from
each participating city, one representative of the Monterey Airport Commission,
and one representative chosen by all of the Chambers of Commerce of
participating cities.

[Il. Authorized taxicab companies/operators

A. The RTA Steering Committee will adopt policies and procedures
governing the issuance of operating licenses to taxi companies.

B. MST will review applications for service, conduct background and
insurance reviews, and issue a license to approved companies. Such license
may be revoked only by MST, with appeal to the RTA Steering Committee or
other appeals process adopted by the Committee.

V. Authorized Taxicab Vehicles

’ A. Only taxicab vehicles approved by RTA may operate within an RTA
city.



B. The RTA Steering Committee will develop policies and procedures for
the licensing of taxicabs, including provisions for periodic vehicle inspections.

C. Each city will enforce the RTA licensing requirements, prosecute
violators, and notify MST of such occurrences.

V. Authorized Taxicab Drivers

A. The RTA Steering Committee will develop policies and procedures for
the permitting of taxicab drivers, including provisions for background checks and
other requirements adopted by RTA.

B. MST will issue taxi driver permits for all participating RTA cities. Only
taxicab drivers permitted by MST may operate within an RTA city.

C. Revocations and denials of driver permits may be appealed to the RTA
Steering Committee or an appeals process approved by the Committee.

D. Each city will enforce the RTA permitting requirements and will
promptly notify MST of viclations.



VI. Public complaints

A. Each participating RTA city witl notify MST about public complaints
regarding taxicab companies, vehicles, and drivers within its jurisdiction.

VII. RTA license and permit fees

A. A fee schedule for RTA functions will be proposed by the RTA
Administrator, reviewed by the RTA Steering Committee, and approved by the
MST Board of Directors. Each city taxi ordinance shall provide that payment of
RTA fees is required prior to furnishing taxi service.

B. The fee schedule is intended to achieve full cost recovery for all costs
incurred by MST in the administration of RTA. All fees will be collected and
retained by MST unless otherwise authorized by the RTA Steering Committee.

C. Changes to the fee schedule must be approved by the RTA Steering
Committee and the MST Board, with affected operators and drivers notified in
advance of such approval.

VI, Taxi fares

A. Each year the RTA Administrator will conduct a study of comparable
taxicab fares and recommend a fare schedule to the RTA Steering Committee,

Each city agrees to adopt the taxicab fare levels approved by the RTA Steering
Committee.

IX. Other responsibilities

A. All policies, procedures, ordinances, rules, etc. pertaining to taxicab
operators, vehicles, drivers, fares, notices, safety, taxicab stands and pickup,
hours of operations, and all other functions not specifically provided for in these
rules as written or amended, will be the responsibility of each city.

X. Dispute Resolution

A. The RTA Steering Committee will establish a dispute hearing process
so that drivers and operators may appeal license and permit decisions made by
the RTA Administrator.

WHEREAS, RTA established uniform regulations applicable to taxicab
companies and taxicab drivers, adopting minimum standards for insurance,
equipment, mechanical condition, taxicab fares, and other aspects of taxicab
operations; and

comply with the City's responsibilities under Government Code § 53075.5 and to
protect the health, safety and welfare of persons utilizing taxicab services in
member agencies,; and

WHEREAS, the RTA has further determined the cost of administering the
Program and has established the appropriate fees to recover such cost; and
WHEREAS, RTA has been in operation for __ years during which additional
regulations and amendments have been recommended to further protect the
health, safety and welfare of persons utilizing taxicab services in member
agencies; and
