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6. Our agency recommends that planned bi ke paths and walkways in the development 
be linked to ex isting facilities that surround the project area, particularl y on Imji n 
Parkway, 2nd Avenue. General Ji m Moore Boulevard, and bike trail s in the fonner 
Fort Ord area . Also. the project applicant should consult with the Transportat ion 
Agency and the City of Seaside's Bike Pl ans to ensure that all proposed bicycle 
faci lities are accounted for in the site planning of thi s project, such as the Class :2 
fac ility on Fi rs t Avenue connecting to the scenic trail, Class I facilit y on Genera l Jim 
Moore Boulevard connecting to the ex isting bike path, and add itional Class :2 
fac ili ties on Monterey Road, Light fighter Drive, Gigling Road, and Third Street. 

7. Our agency recommends that proper striping be included for all pedestrian crosswalks 
and walkways to clearly identify areas of pedestrian travel and ensure safe transitions 
fo r vehicles and pedestli ans. Considerat ion should be given to the inclusion of 
intelligent crosswalks, which provide fl ashing not ification lights when a pedestri an 
enters the crosswalk to increase visibility and alert dli vers o f their presence, 
pm1icularl y at the planned mid-block crosswalk on West Broadway Avenue lead ing 
to the proposed library. In addition, our agency recommends the use of mid­
crosswalk islands as a sa fe refuge for pedestrians that do not completely cross befo re 
the tra ffic signal changes. 

8. Our agency supPol1s Poli cy PARK-7 that would establ ish incentives fo r businesses 
within the specitic plan area to offer transit passes rather than employee parki ng. [n 
addi ti on, our agency supports Policy TRANS-3 to provide convenient access to the 
transit stat ion for all modes of travel and to include bicycle and pedestri an-friend ly 
faci li ties throughout the development. The Transpol1ation Agency also appreciates 
that bicycle racks and showers will be install ed and made pub li cly ava ilable in the 
development as a means to reduce the amount of parking necessary. Adequate 
lighting should be provided to improve safety and visibility. 

9. With the development 's goal of encouraging residences over retai l and o ffi ce uses, 
our agency suppOl1S that retail stores and office spaces that abut the sidewalks to 
make access more pedestrian-friendl y, with parking provided to the rear of the 
bu ildings. 

G reenhouse Gas Emissions 

10. As the Draft Environmental Impact Report notes, Senate Bill 375 requ ires the 
Metropo litan Planning Organi zation to develop a Sustainab le Communities Strategies 
as a comprehensive approach to add ressing greenhouse gas emissions at a regional 
level by linki ng land use and trans port at ion planning decisions. Our agency 
encourages the City's coordinati on with the Association of Monterey Bay Area 
Governments in the development of the region 's Sustainable Comm uniti es St rategy 
and fo r developmen ts within the spec i fic plan area to be consistent with the plan once 
it is completed. 

II . Our agency supports that li ght -co lored pavement will be used for pedest rian areas to 
cut down on the heat island effect. In addi ti on, the de velopment shoul d exp lore the 
usc o f gray gran ite pavement for parking areas and roadways, which has the bencti t 
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over traditional blacktop of increasing nighttime visibility and is penneable to aid in 
the control of on-site water mn-off.
