Alternative Transportation

4. The Transportation Agency supports the accommodation of alternative forms of
transportation (rail, bus transit, bicycle and pedestrian), both through the design of
transportation facilities, and through the design and orientation of land uses.
Although the development, as a state-facility, “is not required to adhere to locally
adopted policies, plans or programs related to alternative transportation,” our agency
recommends that the development accommodate alternatives to automobile travel,
particularly for the facility’s staff and visitors, and that following measures be
considered and implemented where applicable:

Our agency recommends that proper striping be included for all pedestrian
crosswalks to clearly identify areas of pedestrian travel and ensure safe transitions
for vehicles and pedestrians, particularly at entrances/exits to the development
and through parking lots. Consideration should be given to the inclusion of
intelligent crosswalks, which provide flashing notification lights when a
pedestrian enters the crosswalk to increase visibility and alert drivers of their
presence.

The existing transit system provides services from multiple routes to the proposed
development location. While the development may only expect minimal transit
ridership, our agency recommends that the development work closely with
Monterey-Salinas Transit to ensure that the development will provide adequate
access to any planned transit facilities as well as to the routes that currently exist.
In addition, Monterey-Salinas Transit’s Designing for Transit Guideline Manual
should be used as a resource for accommodating any future transit access to the
project site.
