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4.5. The draft document does not provide a map showing the location of existing external or
proposed internal bicycle and pedestrian facilities, and only provides a brief discussion
on this topic. Our agency recommends that any bicycle and pedestrian facilities should
be consistent with the Transportation Agency General Bikeways Plan for Monterey
County and the City of Marina’s Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan. Links should be
provided to existing facilities on Patton Parkway (Class [ bicycle path along its northern
frontage) and Imjin Parkway (Class [ bicycle path along both its northern and southern

frontages, as well as on-street Class II bicycle lanes) and California Avenue (Class 11
bicycle lanes).

4.6. Accommodations for existing transit service, such as Route 20 connecting Monterey and
Salinas and Route 27 connecting Marina and Watsonville, should be included in the
development. This could include, as appropriate, bus shelters, bus pull-outs, signage, or
connections to bicycle and pedestrian facilities. Monterey-Salinas Transit's Designing
Sfor Transit Guideline Manual should be used as a resource for accommodating transit
access to the project site.

Greenhouse Gas Emissions

5. Senate Bill 375 requires the Metropolitan Planning Organization to develop a Sustainable
Communities Strategies as a comprehensive approach to addressing greenhouse gas
emissions at a regional level by linking land use and transportation planning decisions. Our
agency encourages the City’s and School District’s coordination with the Association of
Monterey Bay Area Governments in the development of the region’s Sustainable
Communities Strategy and for developments within the General Plan area to be consistent
with the plan once it is completed.

6. Our agency supports the use of light-colored pavement for pedestrian areas to cut down on
the heat island effect. In addition, the development should explore the use of gray granite
pavement for parking areas and roadways, which has the benefit over traditional blacktop of
increasing nighttime visibility and is permeable to aid in the control of on-site water run-off.

7. Where appropriate, light-emitting diode (LED) lighting should be used for external lighting
to reduce the site’s electricity consumption.

8. Consideration should be given to including preferred parking spaces for carpools, alternative
fuel vehicles and electric vehicle charging stations. The Monterey Bay Electric Vehicle
Alliance is currently preparing grant application materials for charging stations to be installed
throughout the county. This provides the opportunity for new development to plan to include

charging stations at potentially reduced costs, or with costs fully covered for government
facilities.
