RECEIVE update on state and federal legislative issues, and RECOMMEND the Board adopt
positions on legislation.

SUMMARY:
Staff and consultants will provide an update on state and federal legislative issues.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:
Proposed legislation could impact transportation funding availability.

DISCUSSION:

Agency state legislative analysts Gus Khouri and Mitch Weiss will present an update on state
legislative activities. Web attachment 1 is a draft bill list showing the recommended positions and
relating to the adopted 2026 Legislative Program (web attachment 2). Staff requests the Committee
consider recommending the Board take the following positions on legislation:

e AB 1783 (DeMaio): Vehicle miles traveled: local tax and state fund prohibition — staff
recommends an "oppose" position as this bill would prevent the study of vehicle miles traveled
as a replacement mechanism for the state gas tax to fund transportation.

e AB 1837 (Mark Gonzalez): Video imaging of parking violations — MST requests the Board
take a "support" position.

o AB 1944 (Lee): Zero-emission transit buses: axle weight — MST requests the Board take a
"support" position.

e AB 2168 (Wicks): Active Transportation Program: guidelines — staff recommends an "oppose"
position as this bill would disadvantage active transportation projects in Monterey County.

Board Chair Chaps Poduri, Executive Director Todd Muck, and Director of Planning Christina Watson
attended a Central Coast Coalition trip to Sacramento on March 18, 2026. The meeting itinerary is
included as attachment 1. Chair Poduri and staff will present a verbal update on those meetings.
Staff is preparing state budget requests, coordinating with the City of Salinas to identify Salinas Train
Station improvements and coordinating with the Coast Rail Coordinating Council on a request for
funds to support a demonstration train extension between San Jose and San Luis Obispo during the
Olympics in 2028.

Staff will present an update on federal legislative activities (attachment 2).

Subject: Federal Legislative Update

FY 2027 Transportation Appropriations Update

TAMC submitted two projects for funding in the Federal Fiscal Year (FY) 2027 Transportation,
Housing and Urban Development, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act:

e Scenic State Route 68 Corridor Project in Monterey County, CA

e Fort Ord Regional Trail and Greenway Project — Jerry Smith Trailhead segment in
Monterey County, CA

Surface Transportation Reauthorization Update

Congress passes multi-year Surface Transportation Acts to fund America's public works,
including roads, bridges, transit, and rail, providing states with long-term certainty for
infrastructure planning and project delivery. The current version, the Infrastructure Investment
and Jobs Act, expires on September 30, 2026. TAMC continues monitoring federal discussions on
the upcoming Surface Transportation Reauthorization.

To stay informed and ensure regional needs are represented, TAMC staff participated in the
Caltrans’ IIJA Reauthorization Sub-Working Group webinars. Caltrans accepted comments on the

“Caltrans Consensus Principles for Reauthorization of the Federal Transportation Act”, a list of
shared priorities to guide California’s position in the next federal transportation bill, until
February 27. Staff will bring the final version to the Board once it is available.

Other News

The US Department of Transportation (USDOT) issued a Request for Information (RFI) on the
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Rural Opportunities to Use Transportation for Economic Success (ROUTES) program to invest in
unmet transportation infrastructure needs in rural areas. The program seeks to aid state and
local government by providing them with technical assistance resources and financial assistance.
Public comments are due April 24.

The USDOT's Intergovernmental Affairs Office (IGA) indicated that they expect to release a new
Safe Streets for All (SS4A) Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFQ) with a shortened application
period, 60 days instead of 90, soon.
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
