LTS considers things like how fast and busy the traffic is, how wide the lanes are, and whether there’s a bike lane or physical separation from cars to understand how comfortable or stressful a street feels for someone riding a bike.

we can identify which streets feel comfortable and which feel stressful for people biking.

This helps us plan for and design safer, more inviting routes that encourage more people to choose biking and we can proactive make facilities safer for that area already in use.
