conference include:
e Engaging, training, and retraining the future generation of professionals in transportation

o Focus on the mission of the agency and purpose of the work and how the Agency improves the
community to make it a better place to live and work.

o Encourage the team to aim high, take on new responsibilities and learn new things, take
chances, and try new jobs.

o Coordinate with local schools and universities to create programs and leverage their
curriculum to generate opportunities for students to learn about the transportation
industry.

e Mega Events — driving value and legacy for host cities

o 2026 FIFA World Cup and 2028 Olympics in Los Angeles generate investment and need for
improved transportation network in and around the host cities.

o Planners need to consider the legacy of those investments and how they will help the
communities thrive after the events end.

e Tackling today’s transportation challenges in multi-agency and multi-stakeholder environments

o Engagement fatigue is real. When starting a new effort, look back at prior relevant
outreach efforts and review what the community said last time.

o People won’t contribute their valuable time if they feel the results don’t respond to
their needs or the plan didn’t get implemented.

o Meet them where they are — hold meetings in spaces they are already familiar with.
